The time selector (1D, 1Y, 5Y, etc.) and toggles like “Stock Seasonality” vs 
“Performance” support interactive exploration, giving users agency over what they 
view.

A sticky right-hand nav allows users to jump 
directly to specific financial tables (like 
Profitability, Efficiency, etc.), improving 
navigability within dense data views. This 
ensures quick access and reduces scroll 
fatigue for power users.

We used top-level tabs — Company Overview, Moneyvest Metrics, Fundamental 
Analysis, and Analyzer — to break the complexity into digestible modules. It promotes 
focused exploration without overwhelming the user with all tools at once.

A multi-year financial performance table is enhanced with status badges (e.g., Rapid 
Expansion, Slow Growth). These micro-insights offer immediate interpretation, helping 
users assess trends without having to manually analyze raw numbers.

4.0 Analyser Detailed UI

A clean, structured input panel allows advanced users to calculate intrinsic value 
using various valuation models like DCF, DIMM, and NLV. Clear labels, autofill support, 
and grouped fields improve usability for finance-savvy users.

This feedback section instantly communicates valuation insights by comparing the 
estimated intrinsic value with the current share price. The color-coded tag 
("Overvalued") adds visual clarity, helping users make fast, informed decisions.

5.0 Moneyvest Index Detailed UI

This custom sentiment scale uses a color-coded continuum from "Panic" to 
"Euphoria" to help investors gauge market mood at a glance. The current score (3.18 – 
Neutral) is called out with bold labeling and a tooltip.

A time-series line graph visualizes sentiment index movement over the past 3 years. 
With tooltips showing exact dates and values, users can contextualize market behavior 
during key events — a valuable tool for long-term strategy.

This dual-axis graph layers multiple statistical insights (e.g., median, max/min, 
average) over historical market sentiment. Toggle between tabular and visual views 
offers flexibility for both data lovers and visual learners.

6.0 Market Snapshot Detailed UI

This interactive treemap visually displays sector performance within the S&P 500, 
using color (gain/loss) and block size (market weight) for immediate clarity. Users can 
identify outperforming or underperforming sectors at a glance, making it easier to 
spot trends and make allocation decisions. The toggle for "Sectoral View" enhances 
control over how data is segmented.

7.0 Fundamental Analysis Detailed UI

This navigation bar provides a clear, organized way to access fundamental analysis 
tools, from core financial statements to advanced metrics like Earnings Volatility. This 
intuitive structure ensures users can quickly find and analyze the data they need, 
improving workflow and user experience.

By presenting 75% EPS Beat Probability and 90% Revenue Beat Probability, it quickly 
gives investors an actionable summary of past performance. Including average and 
median price movements adds crucial context on how the market has reacted, helping 
users anticipate future price behavior.

This visualization allows users to quickly see the direct correlation between a 
company's financial performance and its stock price, enabling them to identify trends 
and better understand market sensitivity.

The scope of the MoneyVest redesign focused on 
restructuring the information architecture and UI to enable 
advanced filtering, investor segmentation, and personalized 
portfolio tracking, creating a clean, modular, and insight-
driven stock screener.

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What are the problems faced by users?

Excessive news content 
presented without a clear 
hierarchy, causing cognitive 
overload and making it harder for 
users to process information.

Investor profiles lack 
categorization, making it difficult 
for users to navigate based on 
interest or expertise.

Key filter controls are positioned 
below the graph, disrupting 
natural top-down user flow and 
increasing friction for retail 
investors seeking quick 
customization.

Text elements within the graph 
overlap at smaller resolutions or 
dense data points, resulting in 
poor legibility and visual clutter.

Relevant news cards are placed at 
the bottom, missing an opportunity 
to highlight timely updates—
consider repositioning above the 
fold for greater contextual 
relevance.

Color coding in the graph lacks 
meaning or legend, leading to 
confusion—especially for 
individual researchers relying on 
visual insights for fast 
interpretation.
